Nature Foundation SA celebrates our 30th anniversary with the launch of our History.

Nature Foundation SA is proud to announce that our 48 page history highlighting our journey over the last 30 years is now available to purchase. Written by a range of Nature Foundation SA contributors it is a wonderful historical document for you to read and keep for posterity in your book library.

Nature Foundation SA was founded on 14th October 1981 by Barbara Hardy AO, David Cleland, Dr Mark Bonnin AM and Warren Bonython AO  in order to give the community the opportunity to financially support the natural environment and the National Parks and Wildlife Service.  Barbara Hardy AO, was recently quoted as saying “30 years on and going strong”.

Over three decades the Foundation has raised funds for conservation which has influenced the purchase of over 25 parcels of land adding to over 7,000 sq km of conserved land in South Australia. The Foundation in partnership with the State Government influenced many of these conserved lands including; Wilpena, Paney and Boolcoomatta Stations; Mokota , Sandy Creek and Lake St Clair Conservation Parks; Mount Remarkable and Bangham National Parks.

Linking scientific research, conservation works and community education has always been a strong focus for the Foundation. This year we have passed the significant milestone of providing funding of over $1.5million to over 300 projects. 

In 2002 BushbankSA was established to buy, protect and then on-sell areas of significant native vegetation to private land conservationists. This program has now protected 11,752ha of remnant bushland. 

Para Woodlands was kindly donated by Elizabeth Law-Smith and her late husband David in 2003, today we are continuing to restore it in partnership with the Department of Environment and Natural Resources this 300 ha of former pastoral land to its original state.  

The Water for Nature initiative began in 2008 to provide environmental water to wetlands along the River Murray, and the species they support.

2010 was a major year for the Foundation as we built on our successes by acquiring the 4,000 sq km Witchelina Reserve, Tiliqua Reserve and one third of Cygnet Park Sanctuary on Kangaroo Island.
